SITUATION AND LOCATION

The property is situated away from the village road on the
edge of Weston-the-Green, a thriving village conveniently
located between Oxford and Bicester. The village has a
great community with a wide range of amenities including a
country house hotel, two pubs, a village post office/stores
and the renowned Milk Shed café.

The area enjoys attractive countryside while benefitting
from all the amenities associated with city life in nearby
Oxford and Bicester. There is a park and ride and three
mainline rail stations to London all within 6 miles and
excellent road and rail connections to London and the
Midlands (via the A34/M40) and the national motorway
network.

Built in 1999, Keepers Cover offers an exceptional backdrop
for both relaxed everyday living and refined entertaining.
The interior is bright and airy, with tall vaulted ceilings and
extensive glazing that beautifully frames the surrounding
landscaped grounds.

Arranged across a single level, the impressive open-plan
living area incorporates a high specification kitchen, central
dining space, and an inviting sitting area with a wood
burning stove. Floor to ceiling sliding glass doors run the full
length of the southerly elevation, opening onto broad paved
terraces and creating a superb connection between indoor
and outdoor spaces.

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Three bedrooms, including the principal bedroom with en
suite, and the family bathroom are positioned to maximise
views across the gardens. Leading off the kitchen, a practical
utility room and cloakroom provide everyday convenience,
while beyond lies a double aspect sitting room with direct
garden access—an ideal snug or TV room set slightly apart
from the main living hub. In addition, a separate first floor en
suite bedroom is reached via an external staircase, offering an
excellent private guest suite.

OUTSIDE

The grounds are a standout feature, encompassing expansive
lawns, a freshwater pool, and an array of specimen trees. An
orchard planted with apple, cherry, damson, pear, plum and
quince trees adds to the charm. Beyond the formal gardens, a
pasture paddock extends the sense of tranquillity while
offering additional versatility to the property.

The generous plot also offers potential, subject to planning
permission, for extending the accommodation or adding
amenities such as a tennis court.
