We continue to implement
sustainable ways of doing things across
our entire hotel, such as the upcycling
of furniture by our in-house designer
Carlo Rampazzi or the new, regionally
focused dining concept at our Grand

Restaurant.



We support both local and national
initiatives to protect our natural
environment and our region’s cultural
and historical heritage. Rewilding work
was recently completed on the Bos-Cha
lowland moor in the Lower Engadin
