A Multifaceted Approach for

The 2023 campaign was filled with heart and action:

> Free therapy sessions were offered to over 20 children
 with autism-led by licensed professionals who
 understood their unique needs.
> Educational webinars reached over 1,000 participants,
 equipping parents, educators, and caregivers with
 valuable knowledge and strategies.
> The Fun Walk for Autism, held both in-person and
 virtually, gathered more than 2,000 participants across
 multiple cities—filling the streets with blue, the color of
 both autism awareness and JCI spirit.
> A powerful 12-episode video series showcased stories
 from the perspective of individuals with autism,
 promoting empathy and understanding.
> Through the Talent Challenge and WFA Scholarship,
 young people with autism were empowered to
 showcase their abilities and pursue education,
 supported by nearly $7,400 in scholarship funds.

WFA’s success was also made possible through deep local 
engagement. Over 40 local businesses across Indonesia 
contributed, with some donating part of their proceeds to 
support therapy programs. The campaign even lit up the 
digital world—spreading its message across Instagram, 
Facebook, and YouTube, creating a vibrant community of 
support.
