The Significance of a Mechanical Engineer in Continuous Process Industries

It is commonly believed that the chemical engineer is the KING in continuous process industries like Oil Refinery,
Petrochemical, Oil & Gas, Inorganic Process etc. It is true. But the fact is that a Mechanical Engineer plays a prominent
and vital function in any continuous process industry which includes handling mechanical components like Pumps,
Compressors, Turbines etc, thus taking part in the safe and successful day to day operations of the plant.

In a continuous process industry, the major modules are mechanical devices including but not limited to :

a. Rotary equipments - Pumps , compressors , turbines , fans , blowers , material handling equipments like conveyors,
bucket elevators, etc.

b. Static equipments - Pressure vessels , storage tanks, silos, heat exchangers , air fin coolers heaters, boilers etc.

c. Piping - The fluid (liquid/ gaseous medium) conveyed through pipings.

d. Packaged equipments like process skids, HVAC, etc.

In the event of any trip of the process compressor / pump / turbine (turbine driven process compressor /Pump) in a
petrochemical / oil refinery / oil & gas plant , the loss incurred due to non-conforming product production , fuel & other
costs to convert the non- conforming product to the required specification , and to get the plant back and running, shall
result in a wasteful expenditure of crores of rupees / millions of USD. The efficiency and speed with which the Mechanical
Engineer maintains & attends to repairs of the equipments and to get them back into operation /service, in the event of
any break down is extremely vital. In the initial stages of the setting up of any process plant (Green Field Project) like oil
& gas, oil refinery, the Mechanical Engineer’s role is highly accountable , apart from the Civil & Structural Engineers.
In the design phase of a project, a Mechanical Engineer plays a plethora of roles handling equipment - static & rotary ,
piping , pipe line , HVAC , packaged units like water treatment system , effluent treatment system etc. A piping engineer
who also happens to be a Mechanical Engineer plays a key role in the designing of the overall plant layout in
consultation with Engineers of other disciplines like civil, process, design safety, electrical, instrumentation, etc. He is
responsible for the overall plant layout approval from the client / owner . He conducts model reviews — 30%, 60%, 90%
at different design stages of the plant. He also reviews the P&ID’s (Piping & Instrument Diagrams) and provides
his comments to the process engineer for incorporating in the P&ID’s, which is considered the “Bible” of any process
plant.

To elaborate on the equipment — static & rotary - these are the major components which are performing vital function
in any process industry . As explained earlier the function of process compressors, process pumps, turbines driving the
compressors/ pumps if any, turbines used for power generation, power used to run the plant if the local power supply
fails, are greatly significant. Static equipments like pressure vessels, heat exchangers, distillation columns, inter
connecting piping in the plant also have a very significant role in the day to day functioning of the plant. The design &
sizing of the equipment/ piping etc. even though provided by the process engineers, the Mechanical Engineer is majorly
responsible for the correct design as per the process parameters, in- line with the designed capacity of the plant. In the
procurement / construction phase of any process plant, Mechanical Engineer again plays a pivotal role. He ensures that
the vendor is supplying the equipment, materials etc. as per the technical specifications laid down along with the
requirement . In the project site , he ensures all the mechanical items like equipments, piping, etc. are being precisely
installed , tested as per the satisfaction of process engineer. He shall also assist in pre-commissioning & commissioning
phases of the process plant for production.

In the day to day routine functioning of the process plant, mechanical maintenance (apart from other maintenance) plays
again a vital role in the smooth running of the plant, reducing the down time to bring the plant to normalcy. Any
process plant shall have an annual turn around - maintenance shut down. This shall be also for any capacity expansion
revamping of the plant (Brown Field Project), or any modifications to be carried out. During plant shut down the
Mechanical Engineer plays a significant role in the early start —up of the plant, thus reducing the shut down time.
He shall work round the clock with other discipline engineers, thus contributing a major role in the successful
completion of the annual turn around of the plant.

To crisply state , “ THE ROLE OF A MECHANICAL ENGINEER IN THE WORLD OF PROCESS INDUSTRY IS
IMMENSELY CRUCIAL & CERTAINLY SIGNIFICANT ".
