How does the push for equity of outcome in schools affect student achievement, 
discipline, and motivation? 

 
 
Students will understand how Felix’s experience reveals the failure of equity-based educational 
policies and affirms the importance of discipline, high expectations, and personal perseverance 
in the pursuit of real learning. 
 
Learning Objectives: 

● Locate and identify the city of Chicago, IL, on a map and describe its geographic and 
cultural significance, including major landmarks. 

● Locate and identify the island of Puerto Rico on a map and determine the distance to 
Chicago, IL.  

● Describe how Felix’s identity and daily life are shaped by his values, his family, and his 
experience growing up as a Chicagoan. 

● Analyze how equity-based education policies influence classroom behavior, academic 
achievement, and school culture. 

● Explain the connection between discipline, high expectations, and student motivation. 
Reflect on how perseverance and personal initiative can overcome the effects of flawed 
systems. 
 

Key Vocabulary:  
● Puerto Rico: A Caribbean island with a primarily Spanish-speaking populace.  
● Equity of outcome: The idea that all students should end up with the same results, even 

if they don’t do the same work or behave the same way. 
● Equality: An American ideal that means everyone is treated the same under the law, with 

the same rules, rights, and expectations, regardless of background or identity. 
● DEI (Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion): A set of institutional practices and policies that 

claim to promote fairness by shifting focus from individual effort to group identity but 
often replace merit and discipline with lowered standards and identity-based outcomes. 

● Discrimination: Unfair treatment of individuals based on traits like race, gender, or 
religion. 

● Bigot: A person who refuses to accept others’ beliefs or differences and treats people 
unfairly because of it. 

● Restorative justice: A controversial behavior management strategy that aims to repair 
relationships and create accountability without punishments.

Students will understand how Johnny Appleseed’s actions during westward expansion 
supported settlers and embodied values like resilience, ingenuity, and generosity. They will 
evaluate his contributions and legacy in shaping American history and values. 
 
Learning Objectives:  

● Identify and explain the who, what, where, when, and why of Johnny Appleseed’s life and 
actions. 

● Summarize key ideas and details from the text about Chapman’s early life and journey to 
the frontier. 

● Analyze how Johnny Appleseed’s actions supported settlers and contributed to the 
success of westward expansion. 

● Evaluate the importance of apple orchards to frontier communities. 
● Determine how Johnny Appleseed’s actions, traits, and legacy influenced American 

history and values. 
● Create a visual representation of Johnny Appleseed’s legacy using key details from the 

text. 
 
Key Vocabulary:  

● Orchard: A piece of land planted with fruit trees. 
● Frontier: Untamed wilderness beyond settled land. 
● Settlement: A community established in a new area. 
● Fertile Soil: Rich, nutrient-filled soil ideal for farming. 
● Westward Expansion: The movement of settlers west to explore and claim new lands. 
● Evangelist: A person who spreads the teachings of Christianity. 
● Legacy: Something handed down from the past, such as actions or reputation.

Let’s Meet an Engineer | Lesson Plan
How do engineers help make our communities better?

Students will explore how engineers use their skills to make our communities better. Through
hands-on activities and discussions, students will learn how engineers design and build
important structures that keep our communities safe and functioning.

Learning Objectives:
● Identify the role of engineers in their communities.
● Describe how engineers solve problems to improve community life.
● Explain how engineers must be precise, pay attention to detail, and be tenacious to

ensure their projects are safe and successful.

Key Vocabulary:
● Engineering: Building and creating things to help communities solve problems.
● Civil Engineer: A person who builds roads, bridges, and buildings for communities.
● Infrastructure: Essential structures enabling society to function, like transportation,

buildings, power, etc.
● Tenacious: Being persistent or refusing to give up, particularly when things are difficult.
● Foundation: The lowest part of a structure, usually connected to the ground, upon which

everything else rests. The foundation helps spread the weight of the entire structure over
a large area.

Lesson Plan (45 mins.)
Warm-Up: (10 mins.)

1. Begin by gathering the students in a circle. Introduce the lesson topic by telling the
students that they will become engineers for the day. Explain that engineers are
problem-solvers who help make things better in communities.

2. Show them a toolbox filled with toy tools or pictures of tools. Pass around the toolbox
and allow each student to pick a toy tool or picture. Encourage them to share with their
classmates if needed.
