Al Wasl Plaza

Designed by Foster + Partners,
Alif — The Mobility Pavilion is a
ribbed, curvy, three-sided structure
wrapped in highly reflective stainless
steel metal cladding, inspired by
chrome fenders and aircraft wings.

Architects, Terra — The Sustainability
Pavilion has a 130-metre-wide canopy
and 18 energy trees that help generate
4ACWh of alternative energy per year,
enough electricity to charge more
than 900,000 mobile phones.
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Garden in the Sky

Garden in the Sky is a spectacular
rotating observation tower that lifts
visitors 55 metres above ground for
beautiful panoramic views of Expo City
Dubai. Earning its name from the trees
that line the upper deck, the base of
the tower beams with light at night, as
do rings around the observation cabins,
lending the attraction an out-of-this-
world glow.
