Only your adviser can lift your registration
hold. To get started, contact the transfer academic

adviser for your college/school or program.

WVU requires transfer students with fewer
than 24 credit hours to live on campus.
The sooner you apply for housing, the

sooner you’ll know where you’ll be living.

The housing application will be available
online in early October; 48 hours after you
pay the academic deposit, you can log

Review your housing options (10+
residence halls on 3 areas of campus
plus optional Living-Learning
Communities, which are in-hall
neighborhoods of students with the

same interests/majors).

Select your space and pay the $225
housing deposit (it's applied toward your
housing costs). After the end of February
2024, if you haven’t made your choices, you

will be assigned a space.

All students are required to complete a housing
application — even those seeking an exemption to
the first-year live-on campus requirement.
