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THE UNTOLD STORY OF HOW GO TRIPS
& CAMPS CHANGED MY LIFE

In 2009 I went on my first GO Trip to New Orleans, mostly
just to appease my wife. I didn’t feel any overwhelming urge
from God to go. I had really just started trying to figure
out the whole God thing a couple of years before anyway.
Church wasn’t part of my early life. But I went. It turned
out to be one of the biggest inflection points in my life.

I got baptized on that trip and met a guy who would introduce
me to adventure motorcycling and end up being one of my best
friends. My GO Group was made up of fantastic people that I
would never have otherwise met. I got to see folks actual-

ly walking out their faith while wrestling with it. Not just
going to “check the box Church”. I had done the church thing
for a couple of years and volunteered and done some “Jour-
ney” group stuff but this trip was like gas on a fire. I

sang “Where You Lead Me Lord I will Follow” (and meant it).
My life is immeasurably different.

Those adventure motorcycling trips were huge for me. Sharing
a legitimately challenging activity with a group of men who
all had Jesus as a centering force in their life was trans-
formational. They were the inspiration for MAN CAMP. We took
the things God was doing in our lives on those trips and
distilled them down to a weekend long experience that didn’t
require a motorcycle or even a love of camping. It just re-
quires a little bit of vision for your life.

When I stop and reflect on the wonderful people in my life
today. Or about all of the good stuff in my life. And about
how much I have grown in my faith. All of those things trace
back to that first GO Trip. I ended up in a weekly Dude Group
coming out of that trip. (That’s like a non-lame men’s bible
study.). The men in that group have helped each other through
some of life’s lowest lows and we’ve high-fived through some
of life’s highest highs. We are constantly reminded of how
different we are all from each other and that, without that
GO Trip, we would never have come in contact with each other.
I hate to think what life would look like without them.

MAN CAMP continues to be a moving and powerful experience.
It is the annual recentering of my faith. It gives me a way
to connect with God and calibrate my life that I cannot
replace. Couples Camp serves that purpose for my marriage.
There truly is something special about stripping away all of
the distractions of daily life and spending some time with
God in his creation.

What’s keeping you from GOing or from signing up for a Camp?
Have a little vision for your life. Nothing changes if noth-
ing changes. So make this year your year. If I hadn’t grudg-
ingly gone on that GO Trip there would be no MAN CAMP, or
any other Crossroads camps today. The impact that trip has
had on my life is profound and absolutely unexpected. I want
that for you, too.

As I left there I reflected quite a
bit. I realized I was exactly like
him when I was a boy. And I forgot
that. Before I used to not identify
with him, as he is so chilled out,
and typically I am more extreme in
nature and do everything to the nth
degree. This camp gave me a tremen-
dous amount of peace, and a great
reason to tap into that same kid I
used to be. Pretty cool to connect
those dots, because this son (one of
four) was the one I felt the fur-
thest from. Then it hit me and I
was like oh, duh, it was there all
along. Just didn’t see it.

God used this weekend to
2 help me realize how hard
I am on myself as a father
and sometimes how hard I

can be on my son. I'm not perfect
and my son is just a little kid
still. Grasping ahold of the idea

of realistic expectations was a huge
moment for me. Realizing that God
doesn’t have crazy high expectations
for me and likewise I shouldn’t have
crazy high expectations for my son.
Just let him be who he is and love
him through the journey.
